Congress Day. Federal programs that fund 

CRS  to teach global farmers skills to adapt to 

drought and other weather challenges are at risk 

of being eliminated from the upcoming Farm 

Bill if provisions of a bill called The American 

Farmers Feed the World Act are included. While 

claiming to allow more commodities to be 

purchased from U.S. farmers, the high shipping 
costs in the bill would actually reduce the 

amount of U.S. farm commodities that could be 

purchased. Worse yet, millions of people will 

not be able to provide for themselves and face 

hunger.
